Twice more in the 860s Vikings
rowed to Paris, leaving only when they
got sufficient paymenti Danegeldi
from Carolingian kings. In 887, Viking
leader Rollo began a series of conquests,
seizing lands in the northwest of France.
He made it to Paris in 911, forcing
Charles the Simple into the Treaty of
SaintClair-surEpte. Then pleading
feudal allegiance to the king, Rollo
changed his name to the Frankish
version (Rodolf) and converted to
Christianity 7 probably with the
baptismal name of Robert.

After Charles was deposed by Robert
I, Rollo considered his oath to the King
of France to be over. After a series of
Westward incursions, he ultimately
seized Bessin in 924, and the following
year Picardy. He divided the land
between the Epte and Risle rivers among
