Dave Christensen is the head of Christensen Design
Management in Bellingham, Washington. He will be
speaking about the memoir The Red Umbrella,
written by his sister Johna Christensen, which he
published after her death. The Red Umbrella recounts
the complex life in German-occupied Copenhagen
through the eyes of Johna, who was born in 1937.
With a Jewish mother and her father involved in the
Resistance, the young Johna had to keep many
secrets and eventually was evacuated to Sweden.

Henry Geijsbeek, lifelong aviation enthusiast and
photographer, will speak on Jacob C. H. Ellehammer,
a Danish aviation pioneer responsible for inventing
early planes, helicopters, and even a convertible car
plane.
